The internal hard drive is an 80GB, 7200RPM, 16MB buffer. Basically, it is the one that originally canhe with t
computer. | am not a huge fan of crazy big hard drives for a few reasons.

1. Since it is a Windows drive, it needs to be maintained with the System Defragmenter. If there is more space |
hold more data, the longer it will take to defrag the drive. Ualgsu have it on a schedule and it runs in the
evenings when you are in bed, then it is not worth having. The extra space should be allocated to an extern:
drive.

2. Running a virus scan will take longer. Virtually the same reasons as in number 1.

3. If you hare all of your pictures, music, expensive software, games, etc. there is more to lose in the event of
hard drive failure.

If you remove the single points of failure, the more successful computing experience you tend to have. Running yo
primary drive wih a backup drive and your various system utilities should keep the majority of issues at bay. Take |
from me. | can now say that | have been there, done that.

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Dying To Be Seen

Some of those that know us know that I'm always on my soap box about Rider
Education. With motorcycle rider fatalities now accounting for 13 percent of total fatalities,
and dramatically affecting the overall highway fatality rate, one of the most importan
things to ensure the awareness of us on the highways is to be highly visible. A great way to
be seen is by wearing highly visible and reflective clothing. Many of you have seen me
riding along with one of our children or Mitzela, as a G&ider. When youobserve us, we
normally have on a high reflective, necgellow safety belt worn diagonally across our
bodies or we may have on our highly reflective ICON Motor Sport vest. | normally insist
that we all wear the safety belt or vest to increase our visibjlduring daytime and
nighttime hours and during inclement weather. Another device we have on our Gold Wing
is a headlight modulator. This device is an annoyance for some people but, for our family,
it is heaven sent. Many vehicle operatodond like the modulating headlight. The first
thing they assume, is that we are a police officer so they slow their vehicle down and some
even pull to the right side of the road and let us by. The other thing we have on our
motorcycle is a wigwag which flashes the spodr brake light 8 times and then
continuously flashes the brake light as long as the brake lever or brake pedal is depressed.
This is another beneficial device because it lets the driver of a vehicle approaching from
the rear to know thatyoude in a braking mode or stopped position. Many motorcyclists
have been struck from the rear. This usually occurs while sitting at a stoplight or stop sign.
Wedre even had a member from our Chapter be struck in the rear at a stoplight.

To borrow a phrase from our Alexatier (Alex) Peters our Chapter Educator, "Check your
reard This phrase that Alex uses is very important because you need to make a good
mirror check when you stop to ensure that the vehicle behind you saw you stop and also is
stopping.

Basically, alll&n saying is that we are the first line of defense to ensure motorists are
aware of our presence on the highways and byways. So dress in your reflective gear, add a
few pieces of highlyreflective material, if necessary, turn on your modulators, and enjoy
the ride safely.

Remember, motorist awareness iBveryonés responsibility to insure we have a safer
riding environment in Region N and the Nation.
