Hello Everyone,

Well it’s finally here. Prime riding season. The weather is warmer, district rallies are happening and Wing Ding is only a
few months away. It’s the time of year when we pack up our machines and take long trips. Many of you pull trailers on
these trips so you can take lots of “stuff” and you can buy some “safety chrome” while you’re are at the rallies and haul
it home. | know I like pulling a trailer on trips. It makes motorcycle traveling so much better. My question to you this
month is: are you ready to pull that trailer? And: is that trailer ready to be pulled by your machine?
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When we teach rider courses in GWRRA we talk about how the course is good practice. How does this apply to trailers?
Do you practice pulling your trailer before you load it up and ride two-up? Do you know how your trailer tracks behind
your motorcycle? Can you back your trailer quickly enough to get out of traffic? Can you parallel park your motorcycle if
necessary? Do you practice after you have loaded your motorcycle and trailer? When you add your co-rider, trailer and
all that luggage you have nearly doubled the weight of your rig. When a car pulls out in front of you is NOT the time to
find out how all that extra weight affected your braking distance.

Do you know the best way to load your trailer? Improper loading can seriously affect the handling of your motorcycle
and trailer rig.

What about the condition of your trailer? Do you give it the same attention as you give your motorcycle? Having an issue
with tires, wheel bearings or hitch while on the road can be time consuming, expensive and can result in an accident
when something suddenly fails. That annoying out-of-balance wheel on a trailer can take much of the joy out of your
long trip. We usually take the right tools to work on our motorcycles. Do you take the necessary tools to work on your
trailer? Many trailers are made in America. That requires a different set of English wrenches instead of the metric set
needed for your motorcycle.

| asked many questions in this article. If you don’t like how you had to answer some of these questions maybe you
should consider taking a trailering course. GWRRA offers both a bike/trailer course (TC) and a trike/trailer course (TTRC).
We are offering both of these courses at Rally in the Valley this year. These courses are an excellent opportunity to learn
about pulling a trailer. You will learn about loading a trailer, how it tracks behind your motorcycle and how the trailer
should be hitched to your motorcycle. You will also have the opportunity on the range to practice skills specific to
motorcycle and trailer riding. So, sign up for the courses when you register for Rally in the Valley. Just think how cool
you will look when you can parallel park your motorcycle and trailer on your next trip.
